A part-time course is a course that offers classes in the evening or during other specified hours,
and the duration of study is 3 years or more.

What is a part-time course? N

o In addition to schools where students study at night, there are also schools where students
can study during the daytime in the metropolitan high school (see "4 What are the class
hours?" for more information on class hours).

o There are two types of schools in the metropolitan high school system: "graded system"
schools, which allow students to advance to the next grade after earning a set number of
credits per year and graduate after completing four years (three years in some cases), and
"Credit-based system" schools, which do not distinguish grades and allow students to
graduate after earning a set number of credits before graduation.

o Most schools offer a 4-year course of study, but some schools allow students to graduate in 3
years by passing the high school equivalency examination or by receiving credits for courses
taken in other parts of the day/evening high school system. List of Metropolitan High Schools
with part-time course and correspondence course" (pages 16-22) for schools where students
can graduate in three years.

The details vary by high school, so please contact each school directly for details.
Students who study while working may be eligible for an income tax deduction as a working
student.

1. Selecting a School
In selecting a school, keep the following in mind:
(1) Choose a school with a thorough understanding of each school's unique characteristics

Part-time high schools include general courses, specialized courses (agricultural, industrial, commercial,
information, combined, and industrial), and comprehensive courses. Some schools offer daytime classes,
while others offer evening classes, and some schools offer a graded system or credit-based system, depending
on how credits are earned.

To select the school that best suits your needs, it is important to fully confirm and understand the type of
school in advance.
(2) Choose a school or department after careful consideration of your aptitudes, abilities, career path, and
learning environment.

For example, a high school with a regular course of study may be a good choice for students who wish to
enter a university or junior college. In addition, a high school with a specialized department would be
suitable for students who wish to acquire specialized knowledge and skills and become active in society as
soon as possible. Of course, it is also possible to go on to a university from a high school with a specialized
department. Furthermore, to study while working, it is necessary to choose a school considering the place of
work and the location of the school.

* If it becomes difficult for you to commute to school due to relocation or other reasons, please do not drop
out or change your course of study immediately, but consult with your homeroom teacher, the Tokyo
Metropolitan High School Entrance Examination Consultation Corner listed on the back cover of this guide,
or the Tokyo Metropolitan Education Consultation Center. Find the best path for you.

2. How much do tuition fees cost?
(1) Tuition (Academic year: 32,400 yen per year, Credit system: 1,740 yen per credit)

High School Tuition Support Fund System (hereinafter referred to as "Tuition Support Fund") has been
introduced since the students enrolled in the 2014 academic year. The Tuition Support Fund is a subsidy for
families whose guardian's "taxable standard amount of municipal inhabitant's tax in the ward or city X 6% -
the amount of the adjustment deduction for municipal inhabitant's tax in the ward or city" is less than
304,200 yen (Annual income ca.9.1million yen). If approved, tuition fees will be waived for students by
providing the Tuition Support Fund to schools. If the student does not follow the procedures, he/she will be
required to pay the tuition fee.

Please note that those who are enrolled in the school beyond the standard term of study (48 months) are
not eligible for this subsidy.

Those who have been enrolled in school beyond the standard study period and have dropped out in the past
may receive the same support as Tuition Support Fund for up to 24 months out of the period of study
required for graduation under the "Relearning Support Fund System".
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(2) School fees

In addition to tuition, students are required to pay school fees determined by each school. School
fees include expenses necessary for school educational activities such as classes and field trips, such as
textbooks (reserve fund), school lunch fees, expenses necessary for student council activities (student
council fee), and PTA membership fees, etc., which are borne by students and parents. Please pay the
amount set by each school by the designated method.

(3) Grants for Supplemental Scholarship (Scholarship Benefits)

To reduce the burden of educational expenses other than tuition fees, such as school levies, etc., so

that high school students can receive education with peace of mind, the program provides benefits to
uardians who meet all of the following requirements from a. to c.

%a) There is a high school student who is eligible to receive the High School Tuition Support Fund or
the Re-learning Support Fund.

(b) The applicant must be a welfare recipient household or a household exempt from taxation (0 yen)
for prefectural and municipal inhabitant's taxes (including the case of a sudden change in household
finances).

(c) The guardian must have an address in Tokyo.

(4) Stipend-type Scholarship
From the fiscal year 2009, to ensure that everyone can learn and develop their potential to the fullest,
the Tokyo Metropolitan Government has introduced a unique scholarship system, on behalf of the parents,
that will cover the costs of educational activities such as qualification exams, study camps, language camps,
and so on. The specific expenses to be covered vary from school to school. In principle, there is no cash
payment to students or parents.
(5) Others
Students who are studying while working may be eligible for subsidies for textbooks and school
lunches. In addition, students who have financial difficulties may be able to use the scholarship loan
system (Tokyo Metropolitan Scholarship Fund).

3 What are the course content and graduation requirements?
(1) Course contents
At each school, students mainly study subjects that are common to each department, such as

Japanese language, Geography and History, Civics, Mathematics, Science, and foreign languages. In
specialized departments, in addition to the subjects common to each department, students study
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subjects such as Agriculture, Industry, and Commerce, which are mainly established in each specialized
department.

Furthermore, at high schools with integrated departments, students can choose subjects that are
common to each department, as well as subjects that are offered in specialized departments, allowing
them to study comprehensively.

(2) Graduation qualification

A. At least 3 years of enrollment is required.

B. Complete all required courses and earn at least 74 credits.

C. The results of special activities are considered satisfactory in terms of their objectives.

4 What are the class hours?
(1) Evening part-time course
Classes are held for four hours a day from approximately 5:30 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. (Most schools have lunch-
time before or after the first period.

At Rokugo-koka, Asuka, Ome-sogo, and Higashi-Kurume sogo, students can take classes for six hours a

day starting around 3:45 p.m.

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6 Eligibility requirements and Application procedures
(1) Eligibility for application
The applicant must fall under either of the following a. or b. and have a residence or place of employment in
Tokyo, and be certain to keep the residence or place of employment till the date of admission (Regarding where you
live or work for must be in Tokyo after admission).
Be noted that high school graduates may not be re-admitted to the same department from which they graduated.
a. March 2024 junior high school graduate expectant, or those who have already graduated.
b. Those who have reached the appropriate age and have been certified as having academic ability equivalent or
superior to that of a junior high school graduate.
(2) Documents required for application
a. Prospective junior high school graduates
(a) Admission application form
Applications via the Internet ("Internet Application") will be accepted for entrance examinations based
on recommendations and for the first round of applications and split first-semester applications. The
following is a list of the applications to be submitted via the Internet. Applicants are required to attach an
image of a frontal photo taken on or after October 1, 2023. Details on how to enter the application
information will be announced later on the Tokyo Metropolitan Board of Education's website.

In addition, if it is unavoidable to apply online for the first round of recruitment/split first-term
recruitment, or for the latter half-split recruitment/second-round recruitment, applications must be made
using the prescribed application form. Please contact each high school if you have any questions about how
to fill out the application form. However, the application forms for Hitotsubashi, Shinjuku-Yamabuki,
Ogikubo, Roppongi, Oedo, Setagaya-Izumi, Minorigaoka, Kirigaoka, and Odaibashi high schools are unique
to each school.

(b) Research report
It will be prepared by the applicant's former junior high school and sent to the principal of the
metropolitan high school as a personal letter. However, Roppongi, Oedo, Setagaya-Izumi, Minorigaoka,
Kirigaoka, Odaibashi, and Hachioji-Takushin (Challenge bracket) high schools are not required to submit a
research report.
(c) Self PR card

You can write your reasons for applying, what you have gained from your studies and activities in junior
high school, and what you would like to tell the school you choose. When filling out the form, please refer to
the "The students of our school exects” indicated by each high school. Please note that Roppongi, Oedo,
Setagaya-Izumi, Minorigaoka, Kirigaoka, Odaibashi, and Hachioji-Takushin (Challenge bracket) high
schools require the submission of the "Application form" prescribed by the school instead of the Self-PR
Card.

(d) Entrance examination fee
For online applications, pay 950 yen on the application site (credit card is accepted) or use the
payment slip to pay the amount to the banks, etc. shown on the back of the payment slip, and upload the
image of the receipt to the application site. If you use the prescribed application form, please pay using the
payment slip and attach the receipt to the back of the application form. However, if you are unable to pay
at the financial institution, etc. due to closing hours, etc., please pay in cash at the high school of your

choice when you submit the application for admission.
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b. Those who have already graduated from junior high school
(a) However, those who are 20 years old or older as of March 31, 2024, need to submit a graduation certificate
instead of (a) (b) above.
(b) Certificate of residence or a document certifying the place of employment (including prospective employer) in
Tokyo.
(c) Those who are 18 years old or older as of March 31, 2024 (born before April 1, 2006) and who wish to apply will

be selected based on an interview and an essay, instead of an academic achievement test (This is called the

"Special Measures for Adult Examinees for Regular Course"). Those who wish to apply should submit the
"Application for Special Measures for Adult Examinees (designated form)" in addition to the above, along with

the application form. However, this measure does not apply to high schools that offer credit courses for regular

courses* and correspondence courses.

In the selection process, the school will try to select applicants expected to graduate from

junior high school and those who have already graduated (Excluding persons to whom special measures are

applied for part-time adult examinees), and then determine the successful applicants from those who are

eligible for the special measures for adult examinees for the part-time course.

However, if you are enrolled in a junior high school in Tokyo, your school will
compile the documents necessary for application and send them to the metropolitan high school.

In addition, if you are unable to mail the documents for application during the application period due to
unavoidable circumstances, you may contact the metropolitan high school to which you wish to apply and
submit the documents in person.

b. Split late application and after the second application

During the application period, please submit the necessary documents for application to the office of the
high school to which you wish to apply.

Applications by post will only be accepted when arriving by registered mail by the application deadline
applications that arrive by registered mail by the deadline for submission of the application form.

(4) Entrance examination schedule and subjects

7 About Credit-Based High Schools
The credit-based high school (part-time course) is meant for anyone to receive a high school education on an as-
needed basis. Students are eligible for graduation if they have attended high school for at least three years with the

required credits, including the cumulative total of credits gained and the period at other high schools.

1 When studying in the correspondence course
(1) Continue to plan your learning
Correspondence courses are based on home study, so it is important to have firm goals and a plan that
works for you to continue your studies.
(2) Accreditation of the acquisition of credits
Credits are awarded by achieving the specified results in reporting assignments (reports), interview
guidance (schooling), and credit examinations (first and second-semester examinations).
a. Reporting assignments (reports) * The number of reports to be submitted is determined for each
course of study.
» Approximately 82 to 86 reporting assignments are sent to the school per year for 30 credit enrollments
for correction and guidance.
* Submitted reporting assignments will be returned to you for correction and guidance.
Please note that the reporting assignment will receive guidance until it is passed.
b. Interview guidance (schooling)
The number of days required to attend schooling varies depending on the course of study. Students
attend school approximately 20-24 days per year and receive interview guidance. As a rule,
interview instruction days are scheduled on Saturdays.

<About [Correspondence High School Web Learning Course| >

This is an initiative to reduce the number of days students have to attend school for interview guidance
(schooling) to about 5 days per year by using various media (NHK High School Courses, Study Supplement,
school-produced videos, etc.) (* This is in accordance with the special exception to the curriculum stipulated
in Chapter 1, Subsection 2, 5 (5) of the Guidelines for the Course of Study at Senior High Schools. )
The program has been implemented on a trial basis at Shinjuku Yamabuki Senior High School since fiscal
year 2022, and has been in full-scale implementation since fiscal year 2023.
Hitotsubashi High School and Sunagawa High School are also scheduled to implement the program starting

9,100,000 yen per year). If certified, this system provides schools with a Tuition Support Fund, thereby
waiving the student's correspondence course fees. If you do not follow the procedures, you will be charged
for the Correspondence course.

Please note that those who are enrolled in a school beyond the standard period of study (48 months) are
not eligible for the Tuition Support Fund.

Those who are enrolled in the school beyond the standard period of study and have dropped out in the
past may receive the same support as the Tuition Support Fund for up to 24 months of the period of study
required for graduation through the Study Re-learning Tuition Support Fund.

(1) To apply for new first year students

[Question 1](Planning to move from another prefecture)

I currently live in another prefecture, but after graduating from junior high school,
I have been living with my father, who is working alone in Tokyo. I would like to
attend a metropolitan high school, but are I eligible to apply for part-time courses?

[ Answer ] Since the applicant will be residing in Tokyo, he/she is eligible to apply for
the part-time course.

[Question 2] (Payment of entrance examination fee from outside of Tokyo)
If I am taking the test from outside Tokyo, how should I pay the entrance
examination fee?

[ Answer ] For online applications, credit card payment can be made on the application
website. If you use a payment slip, payment can be made at "Tokyo Metropolitan
Government Public Finance Collection Agencies (refer to the website of the Tokyo
Metropolitan Government Accounting Office)" even if you are outside of Tokyo.

If you are unable to pay at a financial institution due to closing hours or other
reasons,please pay in cash at the counter of the high school you wish to attend
when you submit your application form.

(2) To transfer/transfer admissions

[Question 3](Transfer between the same courses)
transfer/transfer admission to the full-time courses?

[ Answer ] It is possible to transfer if you pass the application for transfer/admission
(see page 12), which is held every semester. For details, please contact the high
school of your choice.

[Question 4] (Transfer between different courses)
I am enrolled in the first vear of a part-time courses, but can I apply for
transfer/transfer admission to the full-time courses?

[ Answer ]In principle, students must apply to the same course and department as
before their transfer, but in the second semester of the first vear, students may
apply to a different course and department.For applications after the third
semester of first vear, students may apply to a different program or department if
the principal of the metropolitan high school to which the student is transferrina
approves that the student is capable of completing the credits required for
araduation after the transfer.

The same applies to transfers from correspondence courses.

[Question 5] (Transfer/transfer admission from Miscellaneous School)

Can I apply for part-time courses from assistant nursing schools (Miscellaneous
School)?

[ Answer ] It is not possible to transfer or transfer admission from Specialized Training
College or Miscellaneous School.

[Question 6] (Transfer admission of students who dropped out during the
the school year)
I have dropped out of the first vear of the reaqular course. Can I apply for the
transfer/transfer admission program after the second semester?

[ Answer] Students who have not earned credits equivalent to or higher than the first
arade are not eligible to apply for transfer/transfer admission. However, it is
possible to apply for the next entrance exam (new first year students).

[Question 7] (Apply for transfer admission with subjects passed in the high
school equivalency examination (former Daiken))

In addition to credits earned in high school, can I apply for transfer/transfer
admission by takina courses for which I have passed the hiagh school eqguivalency
examination (formerly known as the Daiken) as credits earned?
